FRONT INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Jack up the front of the vehicle and place on jack stands. Remove the front wheels.
Remove the skid plates using a 15mm socket and unplug the rack and pinion.

Remove the tie rod end using a 21mm socket/wrench. Strike the knuckle with a hammer if needed to remove the tie
rod end. See Photo 1 and Photo 2.
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Remove tie rod end. Strike knuckle to release tie rod end.

4. Remove the ABS wire and brake line from the knuckle using a 10mm socket/wrench. See Photo 3.
5. Remove upper ball joint just using an 18mm socket/wrench. Strike knuckle with a hammer if needed. See Photo 4.
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Remove ABS wire and brake line. Remove upper ball joint.

6. Remove the lower sway bar nut using a 21mm socket/wrench. See Photo 5.
7. Remove the lower strut bolts using an 18mm socket/wrench. See Photo 6.
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Remove lower sway bar nut. Remove lower strut bolts.




8. Remove the upper strut nuts using a 15mm socket/wrench. See Photo 7.
9. Remove the axle nut using a 36mm socket/wrench. Strike with hammer to loosen if needed. See Photo 8.
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Remove upper strut nuts. Remove axle nut.

10. Remove the OE strut from the vehicle. See Photo 9.
11. Install the new RC strut using the 10mm hardware and 17mm socket/wrench. See Photo 10.
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Remove strut from vehicle. Install the strut into the vehicle.

12. Secure lower strut using the supplied 12mm hardware and an 18mm and 19mm socket/wrench. See Photo 11.
13. Reinstall stock hardware in reverse order. See Photo 12.

14. Put on the wheels and lower.

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RIDE HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT INSTRUCTONS

1. To adjust the ride height of the vehicle, Place the strut into a coil spring compressor. See Photo 1.
2. With the coil spring compressed, remove the nut from the upper strut stud using a 15mm wrench. See Photo 2.

3. Remove the strut from the coil spring. See Photo 3.
4. Lift the coil spring seat up to expose the clip and grooves in the strut body. See Photo 4.

5. Adjust the clip to the desired position on the strut body using flat nose plyers and return the coil spring seat over the
clip. See Photo 5.

6. Place the strut body back into the coil spring. Secure using the retained nut and tighten using a 15mm socket. See
Photo 6.
