     Directions: 
 

1. With the T40 Torx driver, remove the five bolts 
on each side of the windshield (10 total). Driver 
side bolts circled on the right. 
 

2. Place each bracket over the holes from step 
one, thread in, and hand tighten the bolts. Anti-
seize recommended. Once all bolts are in, 
tighten.   
 

3. With an assistant, place the lightbar in between 
the brackets and tighten the hardware. For 
OnX6+ and S8, only the 7/16” wrench will be 
needed. For the XL Linkable, 7/16” wrench and 
3/16” Allen wrench will be needed.  
 

4. Remove the two circled Torx bolts on the 
passenger side windshield wiper cowl panel 
with the T40 Torx driver.  
 

5. Open the hood and route the light plug lead of 
the harness under the windshield wiper cowl 
and up the passenger side bracket as shown 
by the arrows. Tie up the harness using the zip 
tie slots on the bracket. Tighten wiper cowl 
bolts.  
 

6. Under the hood, route the switch lead of the 
harness across the firewall from the passenger 
side over to the driver side. Take a quick 
picture of the switch wiring to reference later. 
Pierce a hole through the firewall passthrough 
grommet, located on the driver side of the 
brake booster bracket. Remove wires from 
switch and route switch terminals through 
firewall. Mount the switch and reconnect the 
switch terminals.  
 

7. Connect harness to the battery terminals.  
*Do not use the nut closest to each post* 
 

8. Turn on light, aim, then tighten. Tie up wires 
away from all hot, rotating, and/or sharp 
components.
