Before you begin Installation:
We are excited that you have chosen the SkyMaster Replacement Top Kit. This high-quality soft top is designed to provide 
protection from the elements and a stylish look on your Jeep®. Please note that it is important that you become familiar with the 
installation process of this top reading the following instruction sheet and warnings thoroughly. 

When unpacking, carefully check to make sure all parts are included. If any part is missing
or broken, please call MasterTop customer service at 720-575-5440. When unpacking, check to make sure all parts are included.

For a smooth fit and ease of installation, this top should be installed at temperatures above 72 de-
grees. Below this temperature, the fabric may contract an inch or more making it difficult to install. 
We highly recommend taking the top out of the package and letting it sit inside a warm place or direct 
sunlight for 1-2 hours before you install the top. When warm, this top will install quickly.

NOTICE

Step 1: Install Over Door Bows to Front Header Assem-
bly

Locate the Fabric/Header assembly and the two over door 
bows as shown in Figs 1 & 2 and place the assembly on a 
table top or on a soft towel with the underside facing up and 
the two “header legs” facing away from the header.

Locate the MasterTop over door bow assembly (Fig 3) and 
round bow/header sleeve (round tube).

Slip the round door “sleeve” over the header leg and insert 
the “knuckle” installed on the over door bow into the 
Header leg on the Header Assembly (Fig 4) making sure 
the quick release knuckle is facing outward (Fig 5).

Note that the over door bow assembly are sided-left and 
right. The bow knuckle must be facing out when installed 
on the Header assembly. Secure the over door bow to the 
Header leg with the attached set screw (Fig 6).

Slide the bow sleeve over the knuckles as shown in Fig 7. 
Repeat this procedure on the opposite side.  Set this 
completed assembly aside.

Step 2: Install Bow Mount Brackets to Roll Bar

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Locate the (2) bow mounting brackets and (4) Torx head pivot bracket bolts shown in FIG 8. Carefully unzip the roll bar padding on 
the vertical side tube to expose the two factory holes in the roll bar. With a razor knife, trim the hard foam where the top of the 
bracket will sit (FIG 9). Locate the bow mounting brackets over the factory holes and using the T-30 Torx head pivot bracket bolts, 
install brackets to the roll bar (FIG’s10 & 11). Slip the roll bar padding back over the installed brackets carefully slipping the 
bracket mounts through the slits in the roll bar padding. 
Repeat on passenger side.

Locate the driver’s side rear over door assem-
bly and the driver’s side pillar assembly shown in 
FIG12.

In the driver’s side rear over door assembly, there 
is a screw, installed for shipping (Fig 13).  Remove 
this screw and set aside.  Line up the Driver’s side 
Rear over door assembly and the driver’s side pillar 
assembly as shown in Fig 14 & 15 making sure the 
holes line up.  Insert the screw over the top of the 
hole as shown in Fig 16.  Tighten this screw using 
the enclosed 4mm allen head tool securing the two 
pieces (Fig 17 & 18).

Make sure the front seal is snug against the wind-
shield seal as shown in FIG 22. The “C” should 
fit in the cutout of the roll bar pad. Line up the 

Locate the two sets of screw knobs. Line up the door 
surround “C” attachment holes with the vertical holes 
in the roll bar. Slip the front knob through the hole in 
the front door surround (FIG 23). Tighten the knob 
securing the front door surround (FIG 24). Repeat 
this procedure on the back of the door surround and 
on the other side of the vehicle. Finally, tighten all 
four knobs. All knobs on both sides of the vehicle 
should be secured to the roll bar.

“C” Attachment Locate the assembled Driver’s side rear door sur-
round  On the bottom of the vertical pillar portion 
of the assembled door surround is a pin that will 
be inserted into the body tub as shown in FIG 19. 
Insert the door surround pin into the body tub. After 
inserting the pin, locate the upper portion of the 
door surround “C” attachment and push onto roll 
bar (FIG’s 20 & 21).

 Step 4: Install Center Bow to the Vehicle

Locate the center bow assembly (Fig 25). With a friend, place the bow 
as-sembly over the roll bar and line up the assembly to the upper bow 
mount bracket (Fig's 26 & 27) that were left on the vehicle. The center 
of the bow should be towards the rear of the vehicle as shown in Fig 
26.

Line up the Quick release knuckle with the upper bow mount bracket 
attach-ment and attach each side of the center bow assembly to the 
bracket (Figs 28, 29, 30 & 31).

Step 6: Installing the Top Deck to the Jeep®
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Step 5: Installing the Windshield Header/Deck Fabric Fabric to the Center Bow
With the help of a friend, locate the completed header and fabric assembly created in Step 4 and place this assembly over the 
windshield with the two “header legs” towards the rear of the vehicle. The over door Bow legs should fit inside the Door surrounds 
(Figs 32 & 33). Line the quick release knobs on the end of the header legs up with the Center bow mounting hole (Fig 34) and 
attach the quick release knuckles to the center bow (Fig 35). Repeat on other side of vehicle.

With the over door Bows secured, fold the fabric back from the windshield header (FIG 36).  Locate the spring assembly attached 
to the over door cable (FIG 37). Attach the spring end to the webbing as shown in figs 39 and 40. Make sure the spring end goes 
all the way through the Web strap! Using pliers, crimp the spring end so it does not come loose. Do not tighten this strap yet.

With the header resting on the windshield and the over door bows installed, close the front header latches to secure the front of the 
top to the windshield. See FIG's 41, 42 & 43 below.

With the Top deck fabric  draped over the back of the vehicle, go to the rear corner of the Top deck and locate the rear corner 
straps. Thread the straps down and under the seat belt  mount as shown in FIG's 44 & 45 and thread the strap through the buckle 
(Figs 46 & 47). Repeat this on the other side of the vehicle. While pulling towards the rear of the vehicle, slightly tighten one strap 
and then the other side strap tightening up the top deck (Not completely tightened). When first tightening the rear straps notice the 
location of the rear bar sewn into the pocket on the top deck. It MUST be centered on the rear roll bar legs.



NOTE:
Do not completely tighten these straps yet.

They should be holding the top but not pulled as tight 
as possible. You will do final “tightening” after you 
install the windows.

Once both quarter windows and the upper portion of the 
rear window are secured to the top deck, line up the 
driver’s side rear zipper on the Quarter window to the 
zipper on the rear window and zip it down a few inches 
(FIG 54).

Repeat this on the passenger side of the rear window. You 
may have to lift the quarter window up to secure this 
second zipper a few inches. Once both side zippers are 
attached, zip the rear window zippers down about half way 
(Fig 55). 

To ensure the top is centered on the vehicle you will be 
installing the two quarter windows and the rear window to 
the top deck and then to each other before securing it to 
the vehicle body.

Pro-Install TIP: To make this as easy as possible,
you may have to release the front windshield header 
(release but not un-hook) and keep the rear corner straps 
installed in step 4 loosened. This will allow you to line up 
all window zippers and attachments. The rear corner 
straps and header will need to be re-tightened/clamped 
before using the top.

Locate the drivers rear quarter window.Line up and slide 
the rear quarter window into the “C” Channel as shown in 
FIG’s 48, 49 & 50  Repeat this on the passenger side of 
the vehicle.
Locate the rear window and line up and slide the rear 
window into the “C” Channel located at the top of the rear 
portion of the top deck and slide it across (FIGs 51, 52 & 
53).

Step 8: Installing the Top to the Jeep Body

Repeat the quarter window install on the passenger side 
of the vehicle. You may have to pull the corners around 
towards the front or back of the vehicle to center the top 
on the vehicle.
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When  removing  the  quarter  windows  from  the  Top  deck,  make sure the  zipper is completely out 
of the "zipper box" before removing the window. See fig 56

Starting at the driver’s side front, attach the side belt rail 
into the vehicle body by “rolling” the plastic into the slot 
(FIG 57).Once secure move to the rear driver’s side 
corner and “roll” the plastic into the Jeep body corner belt 
rail as shown in FIG 58. Repeat this procedure on the 
passenger side.

NOTE: as shown in FIG 59 there is a web loop insta-
lled on the side of the quarter window.
This is to be used for unhooking the quarter window 
only and is not designed to be pulled down on for 
installation!

Go inside the Jeep and locate the long center bow flap. 
Wrap this bow flap tightly around the center bow and 
secure it with the hook and loop fastener (FIGs 60 & 61). 
you can now reach through the rear zipper on each side 
and tighten the corner straps. Alternate tightening to 
keep the top centered.

Care instructions 9
Step 9: Installing the Tailgate Bar and Rear Window to the body of the 
Jeep®

Using your SkyMaster Fastback Soft Top

Make sure the hook and loop fastener are tightly secured to the center bow after the front sun roof is 
folded back. Both rear corner straps must also be secure when the top is folded back These safety me-
asures are designed to secure the top deck to the vehicle and if not adhered to can cause injury, death 
and a serious accident. Always wear your seat belts when using this product!

WARNING

Care and Maintenance of your MasterTop® Product:
Your MasterTop Replacement Top is made of the finest materials available but to keep it looking new and for the maximum possible 
wear, it will need periodic cleaning and basic maintenance. The main threat to your soft top is pollutants, dirt and grime. By keeping 
your top clean you will prolong the life of your top.
We recommend the following to keep your top like new:

Washing:
The soft top fabric should be washed often using a mild soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush. You can also use special soft top 
cleaners available on our Distributors websites. Make sure that after cleaning you rinse with clear water to remove all traces of soap 
to avoid residue.
Water/Fabric:
In the event of seeping through the seams, 3M Scotchgard® may be applied on the inside of the seams to stop the seeping. Rips in 
the fabric may be repaired with Bondex® iron on patches. Iron the patches to the Inside of the top, carefully following the Bondex® 
instructions.
Windows:
It is very important that you keep your Soft Top windows clean! Use a mild soap and water solution to gently clean your windows. 
NEVER wipe your windows clean with a dry cloth! Dust and dirt on a dry cloth can scratch your win- dows causing “fogging” and 
permanent damage. When removing your windows, store them with a towel. If frost or ice forms on the outside of your windows 
during the winter, DO NOT use an ice scraper to remove this frost. Over time you will see small micro scratches in your windows 
which are natural wear and tear. These Micro scratches can be “polished” out using the window polish available at your MasterTop 
Distributor.

Zippers:
Keeping the zipper cleaned and lubricated with a silicone lubricant (available online) will help prevent damage and keep the zippers 
in a smooth working condition. If zipper opens behind the slider, the slider may have been spread apart. This problem can usually 
be fixed by using an ordinary pair of pliers to bring the sides back into parallel. Return slider to the end of the zipper in the normal 
Open position. Squeeze lightly at first and test zipper. If the zipper continues to remain open squeeze more firmly with pliers and try 
the zipper again. Repeat procedure until your zipper operates correctly.

Take the factory bar and orient the “C“-Channel with the round seal facing 
down and slide the “C” Channel onto the rear window retainer as shown in 
FIGs 64 & 65. After sliding the retainer all the way through the “C” Chan-
nel, roll the tailgate bar into the mounts with the outside of the fabric facing 
towards the rear of the Vehicle (Figs 66 & 67).

Once the Tailgate bar in secure, lower zippers on both sides of the rear 
curtain (FIG 68) and then secure the rear zipper cover flap as shown in 
Figs 69 & 70.

Folding Back the Front Section of your Top:
To fold back your SkyMaster Soft Top: If driving, stop the vehicle and put in 
park. Unlatch the front header from the windshield (FIG's 41 & 42, on page 
6) Pushing up from the middle, fold back the top.
