1. To adjust the ride height of the vehicle, Place the strut into a coil spring compressor. See Photo 1.
2. With the coil spring compressed, remove the nut from the upper strut stud using a 15mm wrench. See Photo 2.

3. Remove the strut from the coil spring. See Photo 3.
4. Lift the coil spring seat up to expose the clip and grooves in the strut body. See Photo 4.

5. Adjust the clip to the desired position on the strut body using flat nose plyers and return the coil spring seat over the
clip. See Photo 5.

6. Place the strut body back into the coil spring. Secure using the retained nut and tighten using a 15mm socket. See
Photo 6.

Using a jack lift the front of the vehicle up and place jack stands under the frame rails.

Remove the front wheels and tires from the front of the vehicle using a 21mm socket.

Remove the OE clip from the tie rod end. Then loosen the nut using a 19mm wrench. Retain clip for reuse. See Pho-

4. Use a hammer to unseat the taper from the knuckle. Remove the nut and the tie rod from the knuckle. Retain the nut
for reuse.

5. Remove the ABS plug from the sensor and the wiring harness bracket from the knuckle using a 12mm socket. See

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6. Remove the sway link nut using a 17mm wrench then remove the sway link from the knuckle. See Photo 3.

7. If equipped Remove the outer skid plate from the front of the vehicle using a 5mm allen wrench and a 12mm socket.
Retain the skid plate and hardware for reuse. See Photo 4.
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Remove sway bar link. Remove the skid plate.
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8. If the above skid plate is not installed on the vehicle remove the 4 bolts from the skid plate using a 12mm socket.
Retain the skid plate and the hardware. Set aside for reuse. See Photo 5.
9. Using a 14mm socket remove the bolts from the sway bar frame mount and slide the sway bar back this will give
needed clearance to remove the strut. See Photo 6.

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10. Remove the OE clip from the upper ball joint nut then loosen the nut using a 19mm wrench. Using a hammer unseat
the taper from the ball joint and the knuckle by striking the front of the knuckle. Remove the nut and ball joint from
the knuckle . Let the knuckle relax back . See Photo 7.

11. Remove the bolt in the lower strut mount on the lower control arm using a 19mm wrench and socket. Retain the
hardware for reuse. See Photo 8.

12. Remove the 3 nuts from the top of the strut hat using a 14mm wrench and remove the strut. See Photo 8.

13. Install the new strut into the upper mount. See Photo 9.
14. Secure the strut using the supplied nuts on the top studs. Hand tighten. See Photo 10.

vehicle is set on the ground. See Photo 11.

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Tighten the upper strut hardware using 14mm wrench and socket.

Install the upper ball joint into the knuckle secure with the retained nut and locking pin. Tighten using a 19mm
wrench.

Install the sway bar links into the knuckles on each side of the vehicle using the retained nuts use a 17mm socket to
tighten the nuts.

Install the sway bar onto the frame using the retained hardware. Tighten using a 17mm socket.

Connect the ABS line into the sensor and the clips along the knuckle.

Install the tie rod end into the knuckle using the retained nut and locking pin. Tighten using a 19mm wrench.

Install the one or both skid plates onto the vehicle using the retained hardware. See Photo 15.

Install the wheels and tires onto the front of the vehicle.

Using a jack raise up the front of the vehicle, removing the jack stands then lowering the vehicle onto the ground.
Once the vehicle is on the ground. Tighten the lower strut mount to the control arm using a 19mm wrench
and socket. See Photo 16.
