Step 1:  Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the two nuts  1  securing the engine cover. Remove the cover

by gently pulling it towards the front of the vehicle and lifting up. Set the cover aside.

clamps  3  at the throttle body and intake snorkel.
Step 3: Disconnect the MAF sensor  4  and wire clips.

Step 5: Disconnect the small vacuum line on the rear of the OE intake  6  .
Step 6: Remove the entire stock intake housing by gently pulling it away from the throttle body, then

disconnecting from the intake snorkel.

cover by popping up the center pin, then removing the entire clip. Remove the radiator support 

cover.

NOTE: Be careful not to damage the clips. 5 will be re-used.

Step 2: Install the supplied silicone coupling  2   with the #060 clamp  3  on to the aFe airbox as shown.

Step 3: Place the #052 clamp onto the aFe coupler before installing the aFe Dynamic Air Scoop by

lining up the 5 mounting holes  4  on the top of the radiator support, then sliding the scoop outlet 

into the coupler. Secure the scoop using 5 of the panel clips removed in Step 1.

Step 4: Confirm that the coupling is seated all the way around both the airbox and scoop before

tightening both clamps using an 8mm nut driver. Your installation is now complete.

1. Loosen and remove engine cover. Loosen and remove air inlet tube from air cleaner assembly. Unlatch
and remove air filter. Remove vacuum line from air cleaner assembly. Unclamp and remove PCV vent
hose from air cleaner assembly. Release Mass Air-Flow (MAF) sensor harness connector. Loosen and
remove air cleaner assembly bolts. Loosen the air inlet clamp. Remove air cleaner assembly.

2. Disconnect the wire harness on throttle body. Loosen and remove throttle body bolts.
3. Install the aFe Silver Bullet throttle body spacer (AIR IN engraving side faces the throttle body), a gasket

and throttle body onto intake manifold. Using the washers and longer bolts secure the throttle body to
intake manifold. Tighten the bolts to 10 Nm (89 lb/in).

4. Reconnect throttle body wire harness.
5. Install the offset brackets at the air cleaner assembly attaching points with the 6mm counter sunk screws.

Place air cleaner assembly onto engine and align the bolts.
6. Install air inlet tube and tighten clamp. Install air cleaner assembly. Reconnect the MAF harness, PCV

vent hose and the vacuum line. Install air filter. Reattach the air inlet tube to air cleaner assembly. You
can either leave the engine cover off or use the one nut to secure the cover to engine.
