Begin by unpacking all items and inspecting
for missing pieces or damage. If you have any
concerns, please contact the company the
product was purchased from. Extra hardware
may be included with the product.

HARDWARE
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STEP 1 | Use a 12mm socket to
remove the (4) factory hex bolts that
retain the front OE skid plate.

STEP 2 | Use a 17mm socket to
remove the factory recovery hooks.

If planning to run SPTT1-09 & SPTT1-08
together please refer to the SPTT1-09 install
guide.

STEP 3 | Lay out the DV8 Front Skid
plate pieces on a covered work bench face
down as shown.




INSTALLATION

STEP 4 | Place the skid plates wings
behind/on top of the center plate.

Thread the provided M8x20mm Allen
Head bolts through the center plates face,
then through the wing to loosely secure
the wings to the center plate using the
provided M8 Lock nuts.

Use (2) washers per M8 Bolt (1 washer for
the Allen head bolt and 1 washer for the
Lock nut).

STEP 5 | Use a #5 Allen tool and
13mm wrench/socket to secure the (10)
M8x20mm wing bolts.

If planning to run SPTT1-09 & SPTTI-08 skip
to step 9.




INSTALLATION

STEP B | Lift the skid plate up to the
vehicle. Align the front mounting holes
with the threaded recovery hook bolt
holes and align the rear mounting holes
with the threaded skid plate mounting
holes in the front cross member.

If running the factory front bumper you
can reinstall the factory recovery hooks at
this time.

Use the (4) provided M12 hardware with (1)
flat washer and (1) split washer each bolt
to loosely secure the front of skid plate
(and recovery hooks) to the vehicle.

STEP 7 | Use the (2) provide
M8x30mm Allen head bolts with (1) split
washer and (1) flat washer each bolt to
loosely secure the rear of the skid plate.

STEP 8 | Use a #5 Allen tool to secure
the (2) rear M8 mounting bolts.

Use a 18mm socket to secure the (4) M12
front mounting bolts.




INSTALLATION

STEP 9 | (sprT1-08 & SPTTI-08 install)

Use (2) of the M8x30 Allen head bolts to
loosely secure the rear of the SPTT1-09
skid plate

STEP 10 | Lift up the DV8 Front Skid
plate aligning the front mounting holes
with the recovery hook threaded holes
while sandwiching SPTT1-09 between the
front cross-member and front skid plate.

If running the factory front bumper you
can reinstall the factory recovery hooks at
this time.

Use the (4) provided M12 Hex bolts with (1)
flat washer and (1) split washer per bolt to
loosely secure the front of the skid plate
to the vehicle.




INSTALLATION

STEP 11 | Use (2) of the provided
M8x30mm Allen head bolts with (1) Flat
washer and (1) split washer per bolt to
secure SPTT1-09 and SPTT1-08 to the front
cross-member.

STEP 12 | Use an 18 mm socket to
secure SPTT1-08s front (4) mounting
bolts.

STEP 13 | Double check that all
hardware is secure.
